A Star Is Born (136mins)        M  Suitable for Mature Audiences: Sex scenes, offensive language, drug use           

 In this new take on the tragic love story, seasoned musician Jackson Maine (Bradley Cooper) dis-

covers—and falls in love with—struggling artist Ally (Lady Gaga). Ally has just about given up on 

her dream to make it big as a singer – until Jack coaxes her into the spotlight. 

 

 

Bohemian Rhapsody (134mins)                M          Offensive language, sexual references, drug references        

 BOHEMIAN RHAPSODY is a foot-stomping celebration of Queen, their music and their extraordi-

nary lead singer Freddie Mercury (Rami Malek), who defied stereotypes and shattered convention 

to become one of the most beloved entertainers on the planet. The film traces the meteoric rise 

of the band and their near-implosion as Mercury’s lifestyle spirals out of control. 

 

 

Exhibition On Screen: Cezanne (87mins)             E             Exempt from rating               FINAL  
 

One can’t appreciate 20th century art without understanding the significance and genius of Paul 

Cézanne. Featuring interviews with curators and experts and correspondence from the artist him-

self, the film takes audiences beyond the exhibition to the places Cézanne lived and worked and 

sheds light on an artist who is perhaps the least-known of all the impressionists – until now.

 March 1918. C-company arrives to take its turn in the front-line trenches in northern France, led 

by the war-weary Captain Stanhope (Sam Claflin). A German offensive is imminent. Young new 

officer Raleigh (Asa Butterfield) arrives abuzz with the excitement of his first real posting – not 

least because he is to serve under his former school house monitor Stanhope.

 On the centenary of the end of WW1, Peter Jackson presents an extraordinary new work showing 

the Great War as you have never seen it.
