 Minamata (115 mins)    M  Suitable for Mature Audiences: Violence, offensive language, disturbing content   NEW    

 Johnny Depp plays famous Life magazine photographer W. Eugene Smith. In 1971 

Smith undertakes the most challenging subject of his career: travelling to the small 

Japanese village of Minamata which was ravaged by an outbreak of mercury       

poisoning due to gross negligence by Japan’s Chisso Corporation.

 Poppy, a young woman with Down syndrome, refuses to be defined by disability 

and takes control of her own life.
