 THE APPRENTICE is a dive into the underbelly of the American empire. It charts a 

young Donald Trump’s (Sebastian Stan) ascent to power through a Faustian deal 

with the influential right-wing lawyer and political fixer Roy Cohn (Jeremy Strong).

 The sequel to 2019’s Oscar winning JOKER finds Arthur Fleck (Joaquin Phoenix) insti-

tutionalized at Arkham Asylum awaiting trial for his crimes as Joker. While struggling 

with his dual identity, Arthur not only stumbles upon true love in the shape of Harley 

Quinn (Lady Gaga), but also finds the music that’s always been inside him.

Midas Man is a biographical film about the life of music entrepreneur Brian Epstein, 

who managed The Beatles. The film tracks how Epstein rose to prominence by man-

aging a series of popular artists including The Beatles, Cilla Black and Gerry & The 

Pacemakers before his sudden death in 1967 at the age of 32.
